BMS DEMANDS INDIA SHOULD QUIT WTO AND DECIDED TO HOLD DEMONSTRATION ON 2.9.2009 ON PARLIAMENT
Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh has decided to hold mass demonstrtation on Parliament on 2nd Sept. 2009 against WTO. This was decided in the Central Executive Committee meeting of the BMS held at Kolkata. Around 25000 workers will participate in the demonstration. On the same day demonstrations will be held at State Capital also.

Government of India is hosting WTO mini Ministerial conference in Delhi, during September 3-4, 2009. The outcome of any commitment of the Government may affect our crisis-struck agricultural sector and our industrial sector especially our workers, small farmers, and small and medium enterprises. We are in the midst of an agrarian, food and climate crises. Over 2/3rd of our population depend on cultivation. The situation is worse when over 182,000 farmers committed suicides in India since 1997 consequent to the crisis.  Hence protection of agriculture and food security has to be a National priority. Raised tariff level is an important measure to protect our developing economy.
A resolution was also passed in the meeting that Govt should stop sacrificing India’s interest in WTO and Govt should quit WTO. BMS demands that Govt. should issue a white paper on the impact of WTO on India  and come out from the WTO which will create confidence in all developing and least developed countries to come out of WTO.
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
